The vaccine is safe.

The most common side effect is soreness where
the injection is given.

If you have other problems following the
injection, please seek further treatment at the
clinics or hospital near you.

You will not be given the immunisation under
these circumstances:
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Please ensure that your parents get the consent
form as soon as possible.

Your parents should sign the consent form to
make you eligible for the immunisation.

It is important that you complete the 3 injections
as scheduled.

These 3 injections will provide optimum
protection against HPV infection.

If you happen to be sick or absent from school
on the day of the immunisation, a new
appointment will be given to you by the health
staff.
